areas. These burms
are about 20 inches
wide and about 2
inches high at the
center. They were
tapered to a “feather-
edge” in order to
permit wheelchairs to
be easily rolled over
them.

27 Units of
DuraQuartz were
used to treat 17
shower rooms to the
complete satisfaction
of the hospital
maintenance staff.
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
